	Brief Course Synopsis: This course introduces students to the complexity and surprising variability of stories that have been categorized as“fairy tales.”We will explore the history of the term in the English language; the various ways in which the genre's form, function, and meaning have been defined and debated over the past three centuries; the range of forms (oral, written, theatrical, cinematic, etc.) that have been considered part of the genre's intertextual web; and the long tradition of using fairy tales to challenge dominant ideologies or to perform a kind of coded social critique – a tradition continues to the present day. 



Over the course of the semester we will examine the lengthy history of fairy tales as a popular genre, from the early modern period to the present day, but we will give some special attention to literary tales and field-based collections of orally-told tales that were enormously popular in 19th-century Britain. These will be paired with select examples of contemporary fairy-tale fiction.
