This assignment is designed to promote active learning and to enhance your communication,
creative, and critical thinking skills. You will learn to work with complex ideas and clarify them
in a succinct and visually engaging way. Assignment details will be posted on Courselink and
reviewed during the first class.

Midterm exams (20% each), in-person, during the usual lecture time on January 28 and March
4, 2025.

As students vary in how they prefer to demonstrate what they learned, midterm exams will
include multiple question types (e.g., multiple choice questions, true-or-false questions, fill-in-
the-blank, as well as short and long answer questions). The exams will give you a chance to
check and apply your newly acquired knowledge about developmental psychology.

To be ready for the exams, you should complete the assigned readings and make good notes
during lectures. Both lecture and textbook content will be covered in the exams.

Midterm exams are not cumulative. The exams will be conducted in class and are designed to
be completed in one hour. Accommodations need to be arranged through the Student
Accessibility Services ahead of time.
